Students read selected poetry, fiction, nonfiction, and drama with an
emphasis on the literary legacies of racial ideology, European imperialism,
and the Transatlantic Slave Trade. Lectures synthesized historical,
cultural, and literary perspectives. Students led discussions, maintained
reading journals, and performed role-playing exercises to deepen their
understanding of the texts. Major writing assignments: translation
comparison/adaptation comparison, research paper/closing arguments.

Students read selected poetry, fiction, nonfiction, and drama with an
emphasis on literary articulations of sex, gender, and heroic archetypes in
long-form narratives.
